Supplementary Guidance for the Survey 2009-10
Please see the school guide to find all guidance to the PESSYP questionnaires, below are a few additional points for some of the questions which will help to standardise the data collection for Warwickshire schools. 
Question 1: What is the total curriculum time in minutes that ALL pupils in each year group spend taking part in PE* in a typical week?
· Wake & Shake type activities can be included as they as they are timetabled, happen on a regular basis and schools can evidence activities. 

Question 2: What is the total number of pupils in each year group who participate in at least three hours of high quality PE and out of hours school sport* in a typical week?

· For informal activity at break and lunchtimes especially within primary schools, schools need to prove what is happening and that informal playtime is structured rather than equipment being purely handed out. 

Question 3: What is the total number of pupils in each year group involved in intra-school competitive activities during this academic year?
· Structured competitive activities at the end of each block of working during curriculum time can be included as long as it is meaningful and of high quality. Competitive activities have not happened by chance and are planned into the block of teaching.

Question 4: What is the total number of pupils in each year group that have regularly participated in competitive intra-school sporting opportunities during this academic year?
· Similar to the above, regular opportunities have to be of high quality and planned/ Schools must be able to show evidence of how activities are planned. 
Question 9: For which sports or activities do you have links* to clubs?  Please X yes or no for each sport
· If a local sports coach/leader is delivering an after school club, only tick yes if they have a link to a local community club which young people can access. 

Question 10: What is the total number of pupils in each year group who have participated in one or more community sports, dance or multi-skill clubs with links to the school during this academic year?
· Activities must be undertaken outside of school hours and has to be a community club, not an activity provided or organised by the school. 
Question 11: What is the total number of pupils in each year group currently registered as gifted and talented because of their ability in PE and/or school sport?
· Young people have to be on the schools G&T register for PE & Sport. 

Question 12: What is the total number of pupils in each year group actively involved in sports volunteering and leadership this academic year?
- All forms of leadership included as in guidance notes – also active  playground leaders / primary buddy systems / equipment monitors / assistance in PE lessons (i.e. Sport Education – schools will need to provide evidence.)
